Program

difficulty dances. There will also be a variety of workshops taught by the callers and members of the bands. Sign-in begins at 6
pm on Friday, with the first dance starting at 7:30. The weekend ends at 5:00 pm on Sunday. There will be an open contra dance
(separate admission, same venue) Sunday evening featuring both bands and both callers.

All contra dance sessions take place in Gatton Hall at the First United Congregational Church, 4515 SW West Hills Road in
Corvallis. This hall has a nice wood floor, so please plan to wear clean, soft-soled shoes for dancing.
